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Children in the early years will engage in shared musical experiences such as singing traditional songs and experimenting with making sounds using

instruments. Music will form an integral part of pupil play with regular opportunities to incorporate singing, performance and listening to a wide
range of music from different occasions and cultures into their day. Children will be introduced to the vocabulary tempo and dynamics and explore

these as part of their music curriculum. Using the resource Three Tapping Teddies, children will develop their understanding and love of music

through Traditional Stories.
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
