[image: ]TEAM Reading Curriculum – Progression of Skills



Learning is made up of small, sequential steps. In order to ensure that all children make continued progress in reading throughout their time at our school, we have made explicit the small steps in reading which we expect children to take within each year.
We believe fluency is the key to ‘unlocking’ reading for all children. In every year group, we begin the year with a specific focus on fluency. As children progress throughout the school, an increasing amount of time is spent on developing comprehension skills. However, we believe it is essential that all children master fluency with more challenging texts as a priority within our curriculum. 
Within the Whole Class Reading model, children are exposed to the VIPERS Skills (Vocabulary, Inference, Prediction, Explaining, Summarising) within each session. The objectives listed below provide a focus for the session and allow teachers to target time, questioning and support with these specific objectives in mind.

	Whole Class Reading Sessions
	· develop positive attitudes to reading, and an understanding of what they read
· To use their phonic knowledge to decode quickly and accurately (may still need support to read longer unknown words).
· To begin to read Y3/Y4 exception words, sometimes with support
· To apply their growing knowledge of root words and prefixes, including: in-, im-, il-, ir-, dis-, mis-, un-, re-, sub-, inter-, super-, anti- and auto- to begin to read aloud.
· listening to and discussing a wide range of non-fiction and reference books or textbooks
· Read further exception words, noting the unusual correspondences between spelling and sound, and where these occur in the word 
· understand what they read, in books they can read independently, by rereading sentences to check they make sense to them, sometimes with support
	· develop positive attitudes to reading, and an understanding of what they read
· To begin to read Y3/Y4 exception words, mostly independently
· To apply their growing knowledge of root words and suffixes/word endings, including -ation, -ly, -ous, -ture, -sure, -sion, -tion, -ssion and -cian, to begin to read aloud.
· To ask and answer questions appropriately, including some simple inference questions based on characters’ feelings, thoughts and motives.
· To make predictions based on what they have read
· understand what they read, in books they can read independently, by discussing authors’ choice of words and phrases for effect.
· understand what they read, in books they can read independently, by rereading sentences to check they make sense to them

	· develop positive attitudes to reading, and an understanding of what they read, by reading books that are structured in different ways 
· To begin to read Y3/Y4 exception words and to be able to notice unusual spelling correspondences
· recognising some different forms of poetry
· preparing poems and play scripts to read aloud and to perform
· To begin to use appropriate intonation and volume when reading aloud.
· To understand what they read, in books they can read independently, by rereading paragraphs to check they make sense to them, sometimes with support.

· To use all of the organisational devices available within a non- fiction text to retrieve, record and discuss information.

· To draw inferences from characters’ feelings, thoughts and motives that justifies their actions
· To justify predictions from details stated and implied, using evidence from the text.
· Discuss vocabulary used to capture readers’ interest and imagination.
· To identify how language, structure and presentation contribute to meaning.
· To check that the text makes sense to them as they read and to correct inaccurate reading.





	· to read for a range of purposes with enthusiasm and increasing independence
· To discuss and compare texts from a wide variety of genres and writers.
· To refer to authorial style, overall themes (e.g. triumph of good over evil) and features (e.g. greeting in letters, a diary written in the first person or the use of presentational devices such as numbering and headings).
· To identify themes and conventions in a wide range of books.
· To identify main ideas drawn from more than one paragraph and summarise these.
· To recognise and discuss some different forms of poetry (e.g. free verse or narrative poetry).
· To prepare and perform poems and play scripts with appropriate techniques (intonation, tone, volume and action) to show awareness of the audience when reading aloud.

· To read fluently with full knowledge of all Y5/ Y6 exception words, root words, prefixes, suffixes/word endings* and to decode any unfamiliar words with increasing speed and skill, recognising their meaning through contextual cues.
· To explain and discuss their understanding of what they have read
· To analyse and evaluate the use of language, including figurative language and how it is used for effect, using technical terminology such as metaphor, simile, analogy, imagery, style and effect.


· To use non-fiction materials for purposeful information retrieval (e.g. in reading history, geography and science textbooks) and in contexts where pupils are genuinely motivated to find out information (e.g. reading information leaflets before a gallery or museum visit or reading a theatre programme or review).
	· To read for pleasure, discussing, comparing and evaluating in depth across a wide range of genres, including myths, legends, traditional stories, modern fiction
· To explain and discuss their understanding of what they have read, including through presentations and debates, 
· To distinguish independently between statements of fact and opinion, providing reasoned justifications for their views.
· To discuss how characters change and develop through texts by drawing inferences based on indirect clues.
· To compare characters, settings and themes within a text and across more than one text.
· To recognise more complex themes in what they read (such as loss or heroism).



	· To read for pleasure, discussing, comparing and evaluating in depth across a wide range of genres, including fiction from our literary heritage and books from other cultures and traditions.
· To explain and discuss their understanding of what they have read, including through formal presentations and debates, maintaining a focus on the topic and using notes where necessary.
· To listen to guidance and feedback on the quality of their explanations and contributions to discussions make improvements when participating in discussions
· To draw out key information and to summarise the main ideas in a text.
· To consider different accounts of the same event and to discuss viewpoints (both of authors and of fictional characters).
